SEC. 15. REPORT ON COMMERCIAL SPACE-BASED SOLAR
POWER.

Not later than one year after the date of the enact-
ment of this Act, the Director of the Office of Space Com-
merce and the Administrator of the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration shall jointly submit to the Com-
mittee on Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the
Senate and the Committee on Science, Space, and Tech-
nology of the House of Representatives a report on com-
mercial space-based solar power that includes the fol-
lowing:

(1) A desecription of the commercial viability of
commercial space-based solar power, incorporating
and building upon findings, recommendations, and
identified research and development needs in any
National Aeronautics and Space Administration re-
port on ecommercial space-based solar power and its
feasibility.

(2) An outline of areas for new or updated

international agreements or cooperation that, if com-
